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A Prayer of Intercession

This prayer is intended to be a framework for you to add topical or contemporary
issues of concern to the congregation saying this prayer. Also the order of the
‘verses’ can be changed to suit the situation. It is appropriate to name those who
are sick etc at the suitable places by first name only.

Alternative versicle/responses may be used:

Leader: We pray for all in sorrow, need, anxiety or sickness,
For the neglected, the persecuted and the lonely,
And for those facing adversity, or in any need or trouble.

O Lord, we want to praise you for those in every generation,
And of every age who have honoured Chrisft,

(our patron saint Name)

And we pray that we may be inspired by their example,

And in our lives glorify Christ.
